a. Example questions

iii. Was it inconvenient? 
iv. Did it save money or cost money? 
v. Did it become a habit or will your family continue to do the task?
4. Document using pictures how the task was done or what the task was.

5. Present to teacher in power point, poster, paper, or video the above criteria.
